ELECTIONS

Parts of Oregon are unfortunately back in a drought.
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Parts of Oregon are currently in a drought. As of March 2026, the state is facing a severe "snow drought" with snowpack at only 30% of normal, leading to drought declarations in areas like Central Oregon. While conditions can vary by region, low snowpack and warm winter weather have triggered concerns for water supplies, agriculture, and high wildfire risk. 
Current Drought Situation (March 2026):
Emergency Declarations: Deschutes County has declared a drought emergency due to historically low snowpack in the Central Cascades, anticipating low streamflow’s and reduced reservoir levels.
"Snow Drought" Conditions: The state is facing a severe shortage in snowpack, with levels near record lows for the state, which is vital for spring and summer water supplies.
Water Supply Concerns: The Klamath River Basin in Southern Oregon continues to face challenges from drought, affecting ranchers and tribes.
Outlook: The low snowpack and elevated temperatures mean that water supply issues are expected to continue through the spring and summer of 2026. 
While some areas may experience minor improvements due to short-term rain, the overall trend is of a persistent and developing drought scenario for the state, with the region experiencing one of the worst snow droughts in its recorded history.

Maintenance:
Please remember to remove all debris, obstacles, pipelines, bridges, walk boards etc., in anticipation of our equipment coming your way during maintenance season. Each year after the water has been shut off, the silt and vegetation need to be removed from the canal. MID typically puts this material back across the canal road or uses it to level the road from damage caused by human and animal traffic during the Spring. 
MID’s easements and rights-of-way are for district access, operation, and maintenance only. They are not public rights-of-way. Entrance onto their easements and rights-of-way may constitute trespassing on the underlying landowner’s property. 
MID does the mowing of the canal banks during the Fall and Spring. MID uses flail mowers that mount onto our tractors to mow blackberries and brush along our rights-of-way. We request that our water users please limit the use of the canal ditch roads during off-season. Using these roads in the off-season can cause damage to the ditch roads and makes more work for our maintenance crew. Thank you for your consideration in this matter. 
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           Irrigation water is a valuable resource for our water users: however, there is not an unlimited supply, Nor does it work like a water faucet. Conservation, wise use, and planning the delivery of irrigation water is imperative. 
          Medford Irrigation District’s goal is to deliver irrigation water to water users in a professional manner while maintaining control of our canals, ditches and laterals with minimal losses or damage. 
          For M.I.D. to provide efficient service to our Patrons, we demand water user cooperation by ordering water on and off in a timely fashion as per our policy. Water orders (on, off or changed) must be placed through the office and set up on a rotation schedule per your ditch-rider.

Late fees are $50 per tax-lot, beginning March 1st. Lien fees are $500 per tax-lot & issued April 1st. The foreclosure process begins for those unpaid as of May 1st, on their 3rd year delinquent and/or balance owing 10K+ each tax-lot. 
A lien will be placed on the 2nd year unpaid on April 1st. 
So, if you have a balance with us that is at least 3 years old or balance owing of 10K per tax-lot and not paid by March 1st (including current year billing) you will be sent to foreclosure.
Medford Irrigation District relies on these assessments to be able to operate and maintain our infrastructure, equipment, and staff. Thank you for your cooperation with this.

Klamath Basin Adjudication:
The Klamath Basin Adjudication is still on-going requiring numerous hours of work on behalf of the RBWUCI legal counsel to find a resolution to contested water rights issues. Now that the Adjudication process is in the court system in Klamath County it is anticipated that it is going to be a very long-drawn-out process considering then numerous parties involved in the resolution process. We anticipated that the legal fees involved to get resolution to contested water rights will continue to be extremely expensive.







Improvement   Projects
Joint System Phase 1 Project
· The Categorical Exclusion (CATEX) environmental approval from EPA remains pending.
· No major issues are expected, but final signature is awaiting federal review.
· Staff have begun working on amendments to convert the project award into a construction loan.
· Additional funding options through the DEQ Clean Water State Revolving Fund remain available if needed.
Floating Solar Project
Construction continues at the MID pond.
· Ribbon cutting is tentatively planned for May 8, though it may be postponed depending on construction progress.
· Electrical transformer equipment has already been delivered.
· Minor supply chain delays have occurred with specialty electrical connectors.
Regional officials and potentially the Governor’s office have expressed interest in attending the ribbon-cutting event.
Medford Canal Project
· The district has submitted a Community Project Funding request (earmark request) to Senators Wyden and Merkley.
· Letters of support were received from several regional organizations.
· The district will proceed with design work related to the OWEB grant agreement.
Watershed Plan EIS
· Draft documents available for board review.
· Board feedback requested soon.
